The owners of Fair Oak have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the Health and Safety of everyone who uses the course. For these measures to be effective, everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring, and must obey the rules.

A charge of £20 per horse/pony per round will be made. A Rosette will be given to every rider who completes the round without penalties.

 

Horse jumping can be dangerous. The jumps are of a variety of heights and difficulty, do not exceed your abilities. Particular care must be taken if the course is damp or wet.

 

If eliminated during the cross country, competitors may complete the course, but must make way for any following horse and the rider must obey any instructions or orders from the officials. If the competitor has a second elimination they may in the safety interests of other participants be asked to stop and must return to their vehicles at a walk, no refund will be made in this instance.

 

The Organisers and the owners of Fair Oak reserve the right to refuse any entry without giving a reason.

 

The course can be walked by competitors the day before after 2pm but must end by 6pm but we are afraid dogs are no longer permitted.
